4) A scholarship will be awarded to a student who strives for English language development. 

Award 

1) Prizes will be given to the students who stand first, second, third in the class decided by the 

donor. 

2) Prizes will be awarded only to students who stand first in the class subject decided by the 

donor. 

3) Outstanding reader awards will be given to students who are regular readers in the college 

library.

Policy Document of Scholarship (GOI) 

1. Scholarships to S.C., S.T., N.T., students from Central Government. 

2. Scholarships to V.J.,N.,T. & O.B.C students 

3. Various Government of India sponsored scholarships. 

4. Scholarship to physically challenged / handicapped students 

5. Free ship to the wards off freedom fighters and armed-forces personnels 

6. P.T.C. S.T.C Free ship. 

7. Free ship to Economically Backward students.(EBC.) 

For all those Scholarships, Free ships and other fee Concessions; the students have to 

submit duly filled in form in stipulated time along with necessary documents, wherever 

necessary;  income certificate, certificate of District change certificate, gap submitted. 

Minimum 75% attendance is must for every scholarship of free ship holder. 

8. Those who are in full time service are disqualified for such scholarships and Free ships. 

9. Those not filling in the examination forms or not appearing for the board / University
